Legislative Report 
Kathy Stacconi 
  
Our state legislative coordinator, Patti Will, has resigned from her post due to health and personal reasons.  We are 
looking for someone to step forward and take her place, anyone out there with an interest please contact Jeff or 
myself. 
 
Albany news:  YROW Bill (A4914 & S3410) Prospector met with Ron Canestrari several times since the session 
started in January.  The person who was holding the bill up is no longer there, it is still unclear why she was trying 
to block it.  Unfortunately for us the whole process must now start over again in committees.  The Senate version 
has no concerns and should pass through.  It's possible that the problem could have been a monetary issue.  That is 
in our favor, because the bill could be split and the surcharge portion could be made separate from the "meat" of 
the bill.  We want to support this bill and need to contact our legislators and let them know that.  Thank you to 
everyone who filled out the postcards for the legislators at the meeting, they are in the mail. 
   
Bill A4400, which would require blood alcohol ignition interlock devices on all motor vehicles registered or sold 
in New York State.  The bill reads; The vehicle and traffic law is amended by adding a new section 1198-a, which 
would require the installation of ignition interlocking devices in all motor vehicles manufactured for use, sold or 
registered in this state.  Those manufactured must be fitted by December 31, 2008 while all existing cars must be 
fitted by December 31, 2009.  Ignition interlocking devices are defined as any blood alcohol concentration 
equivalence measuring device which connects to a motor vehicle ignition system and prevents a motor vehicle 
from being started without first determining through an essential deep lung breath sample that the operators 
equivalent breath alcohol level does not exceed the calibrated setting on such device.  This Bill is sponsored by 
Felix Ortiz, the Assemblyman who sponsored the cell phone use ban while driving.  The cost of these units is 
around $1,000, they require calibration every 60 days at your expense.  The state of California DMV has just 
published a report stating that these devices do not save lives, do not decrease DUI or DWI accidents and they do 
not recommend these devices to prevent DUI or DWI infractions. This bill has no current companion bill in the 
Senate and if we plan to keep it that why we need to voice our concerns now before that happens. 
 
The "Pocket Bikes" bill :  The seat height bill has been dropped due to our concerns over the language of the bill. 
The state budget sessions will be ending soon (we hope they are on time) and the legislators will start giving our 
issues and others more attention, so we need to draw their attention to our causes by contacting them, writing, 
calling, and visiting their district offices. 
 
One great way for us to get attention in Albany is to show up on May 15 for the Freedom Rally.  We have all seen 
the news with teachers and health care workers protesting on the steps in Albany with their concerns.  Let’s make 
our concerns heard and show up with a record turnout and make some noise.  Maybe we can make the news too!  
Wouldn't that be cool! 
 
National News:  The MRF has been able to get NHTSA to extend the comment period for the proposed 
amendments to the highway safety guidelines to March 27. You can view the whole bill at the MRF web site, but 
the one that jumped out at me was amendment #2 which proposes mandatory personal protective equipment 
(HELMETS).  NHTSA has been banned from urging states to favor or oppose the adoption of any specific 
legislative proposals.  The MRF is requesting an official statement as to why they should be allowed to do this.  
The other amendment is #6 which has to do with Legislation and Regulations which we should oppose for the 
same reasons as above. You can submit comments in witting to: Docket Management, Rm. PL-401,  400 Seventh 
Street, Washington, DC 20590.  You must use DOT Docket #NHTSA-2005-23090 when writing in with 
comments.

                                     (Short summaries for more info go to assembly or senate web sites) 
  
A01073 & S02394   Prohibits the operation on a public highway of any motorcycle with a saddle height of less than 24 inches 
  
A02590 & S01953   Provides that motorcyclists under the age of twenty-one wear protective helmets of a type approved by the                         
commissioner of motor vehicles when operating or riding a motorcycle 
  
A04914 & S03410   Authorizes levy of a mandatory surcharge where conviction for a traffic infraction and commission of such traffic 
infraction caused serious physical injury or death (right of way bill) 
  
A05047 & S02904   Provides for the mandatory 1 year suspension of a driver's license where the holder uses a motor vehicle or permits a 
passenger to do so, in the commission of a crime 
  
A08588 & S06229   Provides that ownership of an unidentifiable part in an identifiable motorcycle, other than a stolen motorcycle,  
shall be returned to the owner after investigation
